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4/ The above dearness relief shall be payable on the Superannuation,
Retiring, Inability and Compensation Pension. This dearness relief shall also be
payable on the Compassionate Allowance sanctioned to the employees
discharged or removed from service and the said dearness relief shall also be
payable to persons receiving family pension and extraordinary pension subject
to the restrictions contained in the Finance Department's Memo
No.F.B.6/43/76/r-1I/IV dated 05.10.76 . This relief on family pensions shall be
payable in such cases, where a person was already in service at the time of the
death of the spouse and was not appointed on compassionate grounds. However,
this relief on family pension shall not be payable in those cases, where a person

has been appointed on compassionate grounds, on account of death of the
spouse.

5/ Pensioners, who have commuted a part of their pension, shall be paid the
dearness relief on their original pension (pension before commutation).

6/ This order shall be applicable in respect of State Government employees
who had drawn lump sum amount on absorption in PSU/Autonomous
body/Board / Corporation etc and have become eligible to restoration of 1/3 h

commuted portion of pension in terms of this Department's memo No. F,
